• Supporting systems for farmers, producers, small businesses, and organizations 
• Addressing transportation and other rural-specific challenges  
• Using technology: how we can improve our tools and resources across systems 
• Accessing funding for the short- and long-term 
• What additional crucial topic areas have you identified?
